7  Rules of  TOPICAL Bible  Study    PRINCIPLE #1:   By Definition Truth Cannot Contradict Truth : “Truth” by its definition cannot contradict itself.  Two things  statements   doctrines  principles, etc. cannot both be true and say things that are in contradiction to each other.  The principle of truth and harmony are synonymous.  The principles, doctrines, statements, etc. of truth must be in harmony with each other.  There must be harmony !

 PRINCIPLE #2: All scripture came from being God Breathed or dictated and all are equal in the sight of God for defining and declaring Doctrine: Every Scripture has its place in the “jigsaw puzzle” of the Word of God.  The true and total picture of what the Lord is saying to us about any subject is not possible to know unless all “pieces” (Scriptures) on that subject are “assembled” in their proper place in the “picture”:  PRINCIPLE #3: No scripture shall want her mate.  Let the bible interpret the bible       Not one Scripture is lacking in a “mated” verse that is the key to “unlocking” its meaning.  See the following principle for additional evidence of this principle.  Basically, Isaiah 34:16 and 2 Peter 1:20 are telling us to let the Bible interpret the Bible.   Other corollary scriptures weave the bible together in a PERFECT PATTERN.  The patterns and principles of God are weaved together perfectly   PRINCIPLE #4: NO One Scripture Can be Interpreted Independently from the rest of the scriptures: No Scripture can be interpreted “independently” from the context of all the other Scriptures   .(example : Mormons baptizing  for the DEAD, out of context )   PRINCIPLE #5: RIGHTLY DIVIDE the  WORD BEFORE YOU APPLY THE WORD: Many Scriptures are used out of context, especially in reference to NT salvation (Roman Road to Salvation used out of context ) It is imperative to know to whom Scriptures are addressed (the church, the unsaved)  in order to be able to determine the application of the verse. (examples of verses used out of context :   do not despise the day of small things/  faith cometh/ cold or hot)   PRINCIPLE #6: BY THE MOUTH OF TWO OR THREE WITNESSES SHALL EVERY WORD BE ESTABLISHED:PRINCIPLE: No Scripture can be used independently to establish a doctrine separate from the rest of the Bible.  The Lord always establishes His truth by more than ONE statement of it.  Any doctrine that cannot be establish by more than one verse is in error.  (let the net down 3 times, for Kosher food)    Rule of 3 in Navigation, crossing of lines in a triangle .     PRINCIPLE #7: BEWARE THE DANGER OF “ADDING TO” OR “TAKING AWAY” FROM THE WORD OF GOD:PRINCIPLE: Considering this verse from the Gospel of John, since the Lord has already done an astounding job of “condensation” of all that could be known and required, it is the height of presumption and pride to either add to or take away from the Word that we do have in our possession from God. WE MUST BE PATIENT AND PERSISTENT IN OUR PURSUIT OF TRUTH, THE LORD IS NEVER GOING TO GIVE US AN UNDERSTANDING OF ALL OF HIS WORD AT ONE TIME:GOD’S BLESSINGS ARE GREAT UPON THOSE WHO LOVE HIS WORD OF TRUTH:  (Not truth that are commonly mistaken for truth:     Apocrypha ,  Gospel of Thomas,   Plato, Confucius are good philosophers but not absolute truth )
